Thank you to everyone who took the time to respond to our annual parent questionnaire.

One hundred and fifty people 

responded to the questionnaire, helping us to raise £75 for Rockinghorse, our charity of 

the year.  

 

Adverse Weather Closure Insurance 

Following the adverse weather we have experienced over the past couple of years, we 

launched our adverse weather insurance policy earlier this year.  We have never factored 

a ‘reserve’ into our pricing to allow us to pay the team if the club is now open, and we do 

not feel that it is fair to automatically impose an increase in prices on all parents ‘in case it 

snows’.   We have therefore decided to give parents the option to take out an insurance 

policy, which will cover their After School Club fees in the event of closure due to adverse 

weather.
